3 ounce package of chopped pecans 

1 stick of butter 

 

  Preheat oven to 350 degrees. 

Grease and flour 9 x 13 pan (metal  

preferred or adjust the baking time).    

Good idea to line pan with parchment 

paper. 

  Spread un-drained pineapple evenly in 

bottom of pan. Spoon pie filling evenly 

over pineapple. Sprinkle dry cake mix 

evenly over pie filling. 

  Slice butter and place evenly over cake 

mix. 

  Sprinkle nuts evenly on top of butter. 

  Bake for 50 minutes or until golden 

brown.

  NO SECRET HANDSHAKESé Cursillo 

is a Spanish word meaning ñlittle 

course,ò and it gives church members 

the tools and "rules of life" to  

enthusiastically share the joys of 

knowing Christ with others in their 

everyday environments. It is  

patterned on Jesus' own example. He 

searched out and called groups of  

potential leaders, trained them and 

sent them out to bring the world to 

Him.  

  The Cursillo weekend begins on 

Thursday evening and ends on  

Sunday afternoon. During the  

weekend, participants engage in study, 

reflection, fellowship, and  

worship.  

  Cursillo is open to all adult Episcopali-

ans, men and women, married or sin-

gle.  

  Laity and clergy alike are invited to 

join the fellowship. Husbands and 

wives may attend the same Cursillo 

Weekend, or may go on different 

weekends. Cursillo is a movement of 

the Church, and the Bishop of the Dio-

cese of West Texas has the full respon-

sibility for its conduct within this dio-

cese. The National Cursillo Committee 

provides training programs, publica-

tions, and information within the copy-

right parameters obtained from the 

Catholic Church to operate Cursillo 

within the Episcopal Church  

  Upcoming Cursillo Weekends:
